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understand hence tasks will take less time to perform. Group dropboxes can be setup so that each member of a group can submit to the same dropbox.
The group can then be assessed as a whole through the Grades or Competencies tools. When a user submits a file to the dropbox they can choose to
submit the file from their locker computer or their D2L locker (or group locker). Graders have a function that allows them to preview how a student would
submit to the dropbox and even grade that submission to ensure it was setup properly.
