Mackinaw Drive Improvement 

The Mackinaw Drive Improvement Project commenced in 2007. The project addressed the deteriorating entrance roadway (last repaired in 1989), a reconfigured intersection with turn lanes at Mackinaw Drive / West Campus Road / North Campus Road, repair and replacement of the existing bituminous paving, a new boulevard entrance and stop sign, storm sewer upgrades, landscape enhancements, new street lighting, a traffic signal, and a new Mackinaw Road entrance is currently under construction. 

This project is a component of the existing Landscape Master Plan, completed in 2003, and incorporates recommendations of two additional studies:

· Traffic Impact Study by Parsons Brinkerhoff Quade & Douglas, Inc. which addressed traffic flow and congestion concerns

· Environmental and Storm Water Study by JJR, LLC for current and future planning of compliance with local, state and federal storm water regulations 

The work is part of ongoing life cycle repair and replacement of existing bituminous pavement included in the college's five year capital outlay plan approved by the Board of Trustees in October 2006 and submitted to the State of Michigan.
