Delta College
Student Senator Service Guidelines
Mission:

The mission of the Delta College Student Senators
 is to be a voice for the student body. Through their participation in the Delta College Senate, Student Senators will endeavor to improve the effectiveness of the College in addressing student issues.
Article I

The Student Senators will serve as a formal link between students and the Delta College Senate. As  members of the Delta College Senate, Student Senators act on behalf of the student body:
Section 1. To voice student concerns, needs, ideas, and viewpoints of college issues to the Delta College Senate.

Section 2. To bring innovative ideas and suggestions for change that will benefit the college community.

Article II

In order to carry out this mission, the Student Senators must:

Section 1. Have interpersonal communication skills, be highly motivated and self-directed, must possess a positive attitude, ability to work under minimal supervision, and be able to work with others from diverse backgrounds.

Section 2. Encourage one another to appear before the College students, faculty, and staff so that they may express their concerns, questions, and ideas.

Section 3. Be visible to the College body so that people invested in the College may recognize and approach them.

Section 4. Be present at monthly Senate-wide meetings, informal meetings, and Student Senate Liaison Committee (S/SLC) meetings to ensure participation and results.
Section 5. Mentor the newly elected Senators each term, in order to provide smooth transition between senate terms and ensure lasting results.

Article III

Membership:

Section 1. No person shall be excluded from running as a Student Senator because of age, race, color, creed, gender, national or ethnic origin, sexual orientation, or physical or mental disability, so long as the individual, through his or her own effort is able to participate as a Senator.

Section 2. All Delta College students enrolled in at least 6 credits (including courses in articulation programs) per semester and maintaining a G.P.A. of 2.7 or higher are eligible to run for, and serve as a Senator.  First Semester students are eligible to run, so long as they maintain a 2.7 G.P.A. in their first semester courses.
Section 3. These enrollment and G.P.A. requirements must be maintained throughout the term of service in order to remain a Student Senator, also students must be in good standing, not on academic probation or suspension at Delta College.  To this end, Student Senators are required to provide mid-semester and semester-end progress reports (including enrollment status and current grade information).  These forms will be issued by, and returned to the S/SLC chair.
Section 4. Student Senators must be elected by the Delta College student body during the annual election. Student Senators will serve one calendar year, beginning January 1st .
Section 5. Three Student Senators are elected annually to vote on behalf of the students at Senate meetings.  Alternates are needed, as well, to ensure that three Senators will be in attendance at every Senate meeting and to better portray the ideas, concerns, and issues of students. The S/SLC should strive to maintain at least one available alternate.
Article IV

Meetings:

Attendance in meetings is expected, failure to do so results in potential removal if it disrupts the effectiveness of the Senate. The following are mandatory meetings for Student Senators.

Section 1. Student Senators are responsible for attending monthly senate-wide meetings which are held on the Wednesday of the second week of each month at 2 p.m., (or any date selected for a special Senate meeting). The three elected Student Senators must be in attendance at the meetings in order to vote at the meetings. Each Student Senator has their own separate vote at the meetings. If however, an elected Student Senator cannot attend the meetings, then it is the responsibility of the absentee Student Senator to arrange an alternate to attend in her/his place.

Section 2. Student Senators are responsible for attending the S/SLC meetings, which are held on Wednesday on the last week of the month, unless any circumstance changes the date. It is important for Student Senators to attend the monthly S/SLC meetings since it is an opportunity for the Senators to discuss with faculty members issues, concerns, and ideas that pertain to the Delta College body.

Section 3. Each Student Senator is required to hold mandatory office hours consisting of a minimum of one scheduled hour per week in the Student Senators’ office.

Section 4. Student Senators are responsible for attending informal meetings which may be conducted throughout the year in addition to the senate-wide meetings to that Senators may discuss any concerns, ideas, or issues that should be addressed. These regular meetings also help to ensure effective team work in addressing the responsibilities of Student Senators.

Article V

Responsibilities:

Section 1. The Student Senators have a responsibility to represent Delta College in a reputable manner.

Section 2. The Student Senators have a responsibility to make certain that actions of the Student Senators do not violate federal or state law, College policy, and this document.

Section 3. The Student Senators have a responsibility to the College students to provide opportunities for students to voice their concerns, ideas, and questions.

Section 4. The Student Senators have a responsibility to represent the College student body to the best of their abilities.

Section 5. The Student Senators have a responsibility to the College to encourage students to be active in student affairs and to voice their concerns.
Section 6. The Student Senators have a responsibility to be active in College affairs by attending meetings and hosting events.

Article VI

Disqualification and Removal of Student Senators/Alternates:

Failure to meet the aforementioned requirements for membership, meeting attendance, or Student Senator responsibilities may result in removal from service as a Student Senator.  Removal decisions will fall under the jurisdiction of the S/SLC Chair in consultation with S/SLC committee members.
Article VII

Amendments:

All proposed amendments to these guidelines must originate from the Delta College S/SLC.  These guidelines may be amended by a majority vote of the Delta College S/SLC, during the regular monthly S/SLC meeting.  Those voting will include Student Senators, student alternates, and advisors in attendance at the meeting.

� The term “Student Senator” is used universally to apply to those elected as Senators and Alternates. This group will be treated as equals, except where when a vote is called in the Delta College Senate.
