By using materials more than once, we conserve natural resources and the energy required to produce and process new materials.  When an item is buried in a landfill, the raw materials that went into its production are lost forever.  Recycling diverts waste from landfills and conserves landfill capacity for non-recyclables.  Not only does recycling benefit the environment, it creates jobs and business opportunities.

Brown cardboard collection totes have been placed next to wastebaskets in classrooms, labs, and conference rooms.  Posters listing acceptable paper materials have been posted in each room.
