Every 9-18 months, 240 million Americans will replace their cell phone. Just one of those phones, if thrown away, can pollute up 40,000 gallons of ground water. Its nickel-cadmium battery can pollute 660,000 liters (or 175,000 gallons) if disposed of improperly. Cell phones, iPods, PDA's and their accessories contain toxic materials such as arsenic, mercury, lead copper, and zinc which can create threats to human and animal health and the environment.
By properly disposing these devices, they can be reconditioned to extend their useful life, donated to charitable organizations, or recycled to extract useful materials. All of these measures help to keep hazardous chemicals out of landfills where they potentially reduce air quality and release harmful chemicals into ground water.
The most environmentally sound thing to do with retired electronic devices is to reuse or recycle them:
