Recycling is important! By using materials more than once, we conserve natural resources and the energy required to produce and process new materials. When an item is buried in a landfill, the raw materials that went into its production are lost forever. Recycling diverts waste from landfills and conserves landfill capacity for non-recyclables. Not only does recycling benefit the environment, it creates jobs and business opportunities. Delta College can be a valuable source of recyclable materials. Take a minute to look into your wastebasket and you may notice that as much as 90% of the materials are perfectly recyclable paper. Our trash should not be considered ‘waste’, but rather a valuable resource. 
Participation in the recycling program begins with desk-side collection:
[image: ]Request a desk-side tote by contacting facilities@delta.edu.
[image: ]Collect and place your paper materials into your recycling tote.
[image: ]Empty your full tote into a green collection bin.
A Note on Contaminants! Recyclables are collected from over 30 bins campus-wide. The bins are then emptied into a single compacter, mixing all of the collections together, before being transported to a materials recovery facility. Contaminants in just a few of the bins can be cause for refusal of the entire shipment. Contaminants include such materials as food products and wrappers, beverage containers, penda-flex folders, paper bags/lunch sacks.
