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Seasonal energy conservation takes a sustained effort by everyone. Remember, although technological advances can help a great deal, old fashioned habits can be just as powerful. By developing responsible energy habits, we can realize lower energy bills and reduce our use of natural resources for years to come. This benefits the college and, ultimately, the employee as well.

You can play a key role by employing efforts to reduce campus energy use:
[image: ]Temporary measures, such as opening doors or windows during
       seasonal changes, make it difficult to evaluate the cause. Keep
       windows and doors closed.
 [image: ]Allow outside vestibule doors to fully close before entering the inside
       door. When leaving campus, allow the interior door to fully close. Close
       vestibule doors if they are left open.
[image: ]Personal electric fans and space heaters are a safety hazard and are
       not allowed on campus because they skew the air flow, temperature,
       and the performance of the VAV system.

[image: ]Because students generally wear coats in the building through the
       colder seasons, zone temperatures are programmed lower in the main
       corridors. Dress in layers to ensure comfort throughout the campus.
