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Overhead transparencies may add impact to your presentation; but, when the show's over, they make their greatest impact on the environment. Though transparencies are classified as Type 1 polyester (which is normally easy to recycle), once 'imaged' they create eco-complications making them unacceptable at local recycling centers. As a result, millions of pounds of transparency film are dumped into landfills every year.
Delta's transparencies are accepted by a polyester recycling company. So, what begins as an effective presentation tool will find use in a variety of everyday items--fiber fill for chairs and carpeting, automotive products, insulation, and other useful products made from polyester--thereby closing the production loop. 
[image: ]Although the recovery company is sensitive to security needs and the protection
       of confidential information, you may choose to shred them first.

Interoffice or deliver
       them to Facilities Mgmt B163. For large amounts, phone x9240 for pick up.
[image: ]When feasible, consider other presentation methods such as PowerPoint, smart
        room technology, or Educator. For help with these technology support 
        resources, contact the Center for Organizational Success at x9261.
[image: ]Understanding that transparencies may be employed as a primary visual aid or
        reliable back up, take note of eco-friendly brands when replenishing supplies.
        Look for products highlighted with the green recycle symbol or those indicating
        recycled content, at least 99% solvent free, and little to no ozone-depleting
        chemicals. Keep cost in mind.
