Review Right!

	ORIGINAL LEARNING must occur.  You have to learn the material before you can review it!

	1. EARLY REVIEW is most efficient.  Forgetting is most rapid right after learning.  Review helps combat this.  Relearning is easier if it is done quickly; don't wait until it's gone!

· Before you attempt to learn new material in class or from reading:

· Glance over previous chapters or notes.

· Mentally rehearse what you already know about the new topic.

· This brings out mental "hooks" so you can associate new material with what you already know.

· Immediately after learning:

· Rework your notes, adding material that you remember. Don't re-copy! Leave plenty of white space in your original notes for additions and editing

· Order and organize what you learned with stars, arrows, comments, etc.

Integrate material with what you already know.
2. SPACE BRIEF INITIAL REVIEWS OVER A PERIOD OF SEVERAL DAYS. Several brief periods spread over 
5-10 days will support good recall for intermediate and later review.

3. BREAK LONGER, LATER REVIEWS INTO SMALLER BLOCKS OF TIME. Use 60 minutes in three groups of 20 minutes rather than all at once.

Using smaller time blocks will:

· Break up the learning time for any one subject.

· Increase motivation and improve concentration.

· Avoid fatigue.
· Review and strengthen previous learning.
4. TOOLS FOR REVIEW  What should you do when you review?

· Reread objectives and summaries in text.

· Do one or two sample problems.

· Skim notes and handouts.

· Make any additions to notes.

· Make up practice quiz questions.

· Answer practice quiz questions.

· Review vocabulary.

5. INTERMEDIATE REVIEW is vital when work is spread out over several months. For example, follow this kind of schedule when an exam is in 4 months.

· Immediate early review on same day

· Spaced initial reviews 

· Intermediate review of all material covered so far, at regular intervals of about a month.
· Final review before exam
6. FINAL REVIEW (not cramming of unlearned material!) What occurs here is not really new learning, but organization of all material in relation.
· Be brief. Review a semester’s work in 2-4 hours. Set a time limit and stick to it.

· Outline and organize from memory; don’t copy from notes or text.
· Recite, in writing or out loud, to yourself or to study partners.
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
