GETTING THE MOST OUT OF YOUR TUTORING VISIT

	Visit
	Visit the tutoring center as soon as you run into difficulties, even if it’s the first day of class!  The sooner you tackle a problem the easier it is to solve.

	Prepare
	Prepare for your tutoring session.  Read your text, write the draft of your essay, do some of the homework problems.  The tutor can’t help you with a blank page.

	Bring
	· Textbook

· Syllabus

· Tests

· Notes and handouts
	· Current assignment

· Previous papers or assignments

· Any other materials that will help the tutor understand what you are doing in class

	Understand
	Walk-in tutoring will often be group tutoring.  It is the responsibility of everyone in a group to ask and answer questions.  The tutor leads the discussion and assists the group in clarifying assignments and course content. Most students find group tutoring very beneficial because they share questions and methods for learning.

	Remember
	Some times of day, days of the week, and midterm and finals weeks are very busy at the T/LC.  Plan your visits, and don’t wait until the last minute before class to see a tutor!

Tutoring is available to Delta College students for the Delta classes in which they are enrolled for the current semester.

	Study Groups and SLA Sessions
	All this advice applies to Study Groups and Structured Learning Assistance (SLA) sessions too. Because these are scheduled sessions, you need to be prepared, be there on time, and attend the whole session, not drop in for the last ten minutes.


What you CAN expect on your visit

1.  You can expect a tutor to work with you as soon as one is available after you arrive.

2.  You can expect a tutor to rotate among students.

3.  You can expect a tutor to ask questions and make suggestions.

4.  You can expect to work with other students.
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What you CANNOT expect

1.  You cannot expect a tutor for all subjects at all times.

2.  You cannot expect a tutor to work only with you for an hour at a time.

3.  You cannot expect a tutor to teach you material when you have missed class.

4. You cannot expect a tutor to do work that you should do, such as take notes or proofread.
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
