The Tech Prep minutes from the February 18, 2009 Management Team meeting were reviewed.  G. Rademacher made a motion to accept the minutes.  M. Vondette seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
County Updates/Information Sharing:
Arenac County:

Bay County:
G. Rademacher reported that Central High School is in the final phase of renovations, placing coop students and the start of tri-semesters.  A. Kowalczyk reported that Pinconning brought the courts to school.  Judge Kelly presided.  Three community members were sentenced.  It was a very powerful experience for the students.  It correlated with prom season.  He also reported that their renovations are continuing.  D. Oberlies reported that Western is working on scheduling to pulling everything together.  L. Engelhardt reported that many students are in the midst of competition.

Midland:
C. Wildes reported on the success of the job fair at Dow Diamond.  175 students attended.  She also announced that she will be retiring in June.  The membership wished her well.  Her final message to the group was to keep CTE alive.
P. Miller Nelson reported that they are partnering with Mid Michigan Health for career exploration.  S. Hale reported that they are ¾ of the way through the first year, students are in competition, and tri-semesters have increased enrollment in CT courses.
Saginaw:

M. Vondette also reported that students at Hemlock High school are in the midst of competition.  He also mentioned that they are going to wait one more year for tri-semesters.  C. Shappee thanked E. Clement from Delta for her help with articulation.  S. Bruno said she was looking forward to the Construction Career Day and Summer Institute.
Delta:
M. Jarosz reported that Delta will offer a Digital Film certificate in the fall.  E. Clement reported that Delta will offer a wind technology program in the fall.  L. Engelhardt remarked about the new look around us with solar panels and windmills.  She also noted that several students are interest in alternative energy.
Segmenting of Career & Technical Curriculum
L. Engelhardt showed the members an excellent resource website for CTE.  The title of the website is Michigan Center for Career and Technical Education.  It can be found at http://www.mccte-fsu.org/  The website shows what is new in CTE.  It can be used to be sure programs stay state approved.  She went on to report that this website has program area links.  This information can be useful for instructors.  It is an excellent resource for new teachers.  It also has everything you need to start a program.  L. Engelhardt could not stress enough what a wonderful tool this website is for all teachers.  P. Graves said that many schools struggle with articulation, not defining curriculum mandated by the state.  It is always a challenge aligning the curriculum.  She stated this website can be a great tool to aid with this process.
New Assessments
L. Engelhardt reported that state has begun mandated assessment in CTE.  It is part of the Perkins plan.  Two assessments have been chosen, health assessment and accounting assessment.  Students who have completed and have a 2.0 or above must take the assessment test in their particular curriculum.
Tech Prep Grant Updates

· 26% declared a major to complete a bachelor’s degree
· 576 Tech Prep students articulated credit – tuition cost saving
· Dual enrollment has increased

· Goal is to add all high schools.  Need specific information from students (ex. Name, Birthdate)
