Student Technical Solutions Competition
RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION (Two-student team competition)
Preference: 11th and 12th grade students, two teams per sponsoring school.

Competition Topic: wood frame construction. Students who compete in this level must currently be enrolled in a building trades program. The students will be given the materials with which they will be required to construct a structure or part of a structure. The judging will be based on a short 15-minute test on general knowledge, use of materials, craftsmanship, and accuracy. A time limit of two hours will be observed and completion will be on a two-student team basis. Total score of both team members will be added together for judging. Bring appropriate clothing -- competition may be held outside, weather permitting.
