In order to fully explore diversity and appreciate the wide range of human variation we must first start with our own personal diversity. The purpose of this essay or expose is to get you t reflect more deeply on all the aspects of your own unique heritage, development and character. Reflect on the characteristics (nature) the experiences (nurture) that have shaped you to this point in your life. Think deeply about who you are. The goal is to encourage you to get in touch with your own personal identity and the experiences that have helped to shape your individual world view.

Suggestions and Guidelines

1) As you think about them, jot down a list of attributes or simple phrases related to 1) family, 2) your perspectives or world view, 3) your role in society.

2) Compose at least a three part answer:

• First focus on your family values, experiences and personality to address the developmental aspect of who you are.

• In the second part of your essay discuss how these experiences helped shape who you are today, your perspective on the world at large, and the roles you play at work, home and in the community.

• Include a final paragraph focused on your role in society with a focus on a more global perspective as it relates to your own unique diversity.

3) You are free to take liberties with your writing style and presentation. You may simple string together a list of traits forming a few long comprehensive statements; use a poetic style, put together a PowerPoint presentation, add photos and music, or write in traditional paragraph form. In other words, feel free to express your diversity through your style of presentation.
